Free RSV Vaccination Eligibility:

You will be invited for your free RSV vaccination if:
*You turn 75 years of age on or after 1 September 2024.
*You are already aged 75 to 79 years old on 1 September 2024.

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	Respiratory syncytial virus (RSV) is a major cause of respiratory illness in the UK but is relatively unknown to the public.
This new vaccine being offered from 1 September 2024, creates huge opportunities to prevent severe illness in those most vulnerable to RSV, helping to protect lives and ease winter pressures for the NHS.

From 1 September 2024, you may be eligible for a free RSV vaccine if you at least 28 weeks pregnant or aged 75-79 years old.
